2.‌ ‌General‌ ‌Discussion‌ ‌ 
● Although‌ ‌BAR‌ ‌youth‌ ‌were‌ ‌not‌ ‌at‌ ‌the‌ ‌meeting,‌ ‌we‌ ‌had‌ ‌certain‌ ‌statistics‌ ‌from‌ ‌their‌ ‌survey‌ ‌which‌‌ 

included‌ ‌1184‌ ‌responses.‌  ‌Almost‌ ‌70%‌ ‌said‌ ‌they‌ ‌either‌ ‌took‌ ‌their‌ ‌own‌ ‌car‌ ‌or‌ ‌had‌ ‌their‌ ‌parents‌‌ 
drive‌ ‌them‌ ‌to‌ ‌school‌ ‌and‌ ‌81%‌ ‌relied‌ ‌on‌ ‌their‌ ‌parents‌ ‌for‌ ‌transportation‌ ‌for‌ ‌after‌ ‌school‌‌ 
activities.‌ ‌ 

● JC‌ ‌plans‌ ‌to‌ ‌contact‌ ‌Dr.‌ ‌Conti‌ ‌and‌ ‌persuade‌ ‌him‌ ‌to‌ ‌put‌ ‌the‌ ‌Safe‌ ‌Routes‌ ‌to‌ ‌School‌ ‌on‌ ‌an‌‌ 
upcoming‌ ‌School‌ ‌Committee‌ ‌agenda.‌‌ ‌  

● MN‌ ‌asked‌ ‌SE‌ ‌about‌ ‌the‌ ‌details‌ ‌related‌ ‌to‌ ‌forming‌ ‌a‌ ‌Standing‌ ‌Committee.‌ ‌SE‌ ‌responded‌ ‌that‌ ‌the‌‌ 
first‌ ‌step‌ ‌is‌ ‌to‌ ‌contact‌ ‌the‌ ‌General‌ ‌By-Law‌ ‌Review‌ ‌Committee.‌‌ ‌  

● SB‌ ‌said‌ ‌Lexington‌ ‌was‌ ‌awarded‌ ‌a‌ ‌grant‌ ‌that‌ ‌including‌ ‌participating‌ ‌communities‌ ‌such‌ ‌as‌‌ 
Lexington,‌ ‌Arlington,‌ ‌Bedford,‌ ‌Belmont,‌ ‌Winchester.‌ ‌MN‌ ‌asked‌ ‌SB‌ ‌to‌ ‌send‌ ‌updates‌ ‌to‌ ‌Nick‌‌ 
Priest,‌ ‌one‌ ‌of‌ ‌two‌ ‌BOS‌ ‌transportation‌ ‌subcommittee‌ ‌members.‌ ‌ ‌   

● DVC‌ ‌asked‌ ‌SB‌ ‌to‌ ‌explain‌ ‌her‌ ‌role‌ ‌as‌ ‌Lexington‌ ‌Transportation‌ ‌Coordinator.‌  ‌A‌ ‌portion‌ ‌of‌ ‌her‌‌ 
time‌ ‌(30%)‌ ‌is‌ ‌non-transportation‌ ‌related.‌  ‌Her‌ ‌role‌ ‌resides‌ ‌in‌ ‌Human‌ ‌Services‌ ‌Department.‌ ‌
